The  International  Student  Apartments  are  well  equipped  with  furniture,  western-style 
toilet,  air-conditioner,  telephone,  internet  and  kitchen  appliances.  Students  can  cook  by 
themselves or eat at any of the five canteens on the campus. If they want to eat out, they will 
have a lot of different style of food to choose in the restaurants in the nearby community.

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Chinese Courses for Presidential Scholarship Programme Students

   CTBU Presidential Scholarship Programme offers courses for the Chinese language study: 
Comprehensive  Chinese,  Oral  Chinese, Chinese  Characters  Reading  and  Writing(for  the 
beginner’s level), Chinese Listening, Chinese Reading and Writing. 

Students  will  take  assessment  test  before  they  are  classified  into  different  language 
levels(beginner’s level, intermediate level and advanced level).

Chinese  cultural  course  is  designed to  help  the  students  have  better  understanding  of 
Chinese culture which include lectures about various apsects: history, custom, food, folk arts, 
education systems, political systems, economy, and etc. Extracurricular activities as visiting 
local  scenic  spots, local  enterprises,  traditional  Chinese festival  celebarations,  the Chinese 
language competition, etc are organized for a colorful life on the campus.
 

  
Application Materials

 The following materials need to be submitted in applying the scholarship:
1) The well filled-in Application Form for International Students;
2) Notarized copies of schooling record and transcript;
3) Two recommendation letters from professors or associate professors;
4) Study plan in China;
5) Copy of high-school(college) gruaduation certificate
6) Certificate of health
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
