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Master of Science & Doctor of Philosophy in Healthcare Management (International Program)
The Thammasat University Center for Health Sciences and the Thammasat Business School, in cooperation with The George Washington University, The University of Alabama at Birmingham, The university of Texas at San Antonio, and the Regional Office of the World Health Organization, the Pan American Health Organization, have newly established the Master of Science and Doctor of Philosophy (International Program) in Healthcare Management. 6. Program assessment according to the above-mentioned indices will be carried out every 2 years, beginning in 2011.
